When God created the earth, He had a wonderful plan in mind. He wanted the earth
to be full of men and women who were like Him. People who loved Him. People who
loved His word.

This way of forgiveness all
revolves around the man God promised would someday come, His son, Jesus.

Outside the garden, Adam and Eve had children, and their children had children, and soon there were LOTS of
people. They were sometimes good and loved God, but then they were sometimes bad and didn’t listen to
God. And this cycle continued. The world wasn’t how God planned for it to be.

Because God loves His people, He tried to help them: He sent a flood to start fresh with His
plan, He gave special promises to special people about the future and about a savior, He

sent judges, He even sent prophets to warn and encourage them! But the people still

disobeyed God’s Word. So then He punished his people and sent them into captivity for

70 years! While the people were in captivity, God showed the prophets some of His plans
for the future. The prophets passed on God’s message to his people, telling them about
the coming of the Messiah “the anointed” of God. When they returned home to Israel

after the captivity, the people were happy, but longed for the coming of the Messiah who

would save them.

Jesus would show God's character to the world.
He did God's works, spoke God's words and did God’s will.

We only have to live on this earth for one day to realize that the earth is NOT following God.

God knew that this would happen, and from the beginning of creation He had a plan.

After the death of the last prophets, the nation of Israel slowly became less important in the world. Other
nations became great - strong nations, powerful nations, whose kings ruled over God’s people. They longed to
be free. If only they realized that God had brought these nations against them to punish them for their
disobedience. He hoped that in their suffering they might learn to humble themselves and turn back to Him
and love Him.

As always, there were a few faithful in Israel who still read the Law and the prophets. These men and women
waited anxiously for the coming of the Messiah, the “anointed” of God. They believed that the Messiah

would come and set them free and bring God close to His people. They looked at things happening in the
world around them for signs that their Messiah would come and set them free.

It was into this world that the life of the man we’re studying, Jesus, begins.

Over time, Mary
and Joseph had other children, including: James, Joses, Simon, Judah, and
several sisters. Jesus was the eldest in the house, and he stood out as someone
special. He had a special connection to spiritual matters which he inherited
from his Heavenly Father. This allowed him to understand scripture with
amazing depth and insight.

Read Luke 9v10-17.

The Apostles return from their preaching trip and told Jesus all that they had
done.

John was still in prison. However, at king Herod’s birthday celebration he
sadly agreed to have John killed. When John’s disciples had buried their
beloved teacher, they came and told Jesus. Saddened by the cruel death of
his dear friend, cousin, and faithful prophet, Jesus and his disciples went far
away by boat to the other side of the sea of Galilee. They wanted to have a
little peace to reflect on the sad news of John’s death and all the faithful work that he had done.




The people heard where Jesus was going, so they followed him!

202. Read Matthew 14v14. How did Jesus feel when he saw that crowds of people had run around to the other
side of the Lake to be with him?

It was a long way - 13kms/8 miles! The
people got there first before Jesus and his
disciples.

203. When the people came to Jesus, what did he do
for the whole day?

204. It was late in the afternoon, and there was
nothing to eat as they were in a remote place. Among
the crowd of people, only a young lad had some food. What did he have?

205. How many people had to be fed? verse 14

206. What did Jesus tell the disciples to make the people do? verse 14

207. What did Jesus do before he shared the
food with the people?

208. Was there enough food for all the 5,000
people?

209. How much food was gathered up after
the people had finished eating?




210. God has given us “special”’ food to eat every day. What food is that.

Jesus cared for the people and not only taught
them when he was tired, and sad, but also
provided food for them.

We need food to keep us alive. The

word of God and the teachings of

Jesus are like food too. It will make

us strong in faith and help us to put

our trust in God if we are filling our
minds with His word!

This week, when you thank God for
your meals, thank Him for being able
to read His word too!
